IN introduced as value added proposition for Voice networks (classical IN) has progressed into realm of Data networks (IP) and Wireless networks and further promises to add embedded intelligence in the next-generation broadband IP-networks. IN2002 is going to be held at the High-Tech Mansion BUPT in Beijing University of Posts and Telecommunications, Beijing, China.  This is the first time that IEEE IN Workshop is held in Asia.  Beijing is one of the most famous cities in the world.  There are many places which can attract people’s attention and stay.  Before and after the workshop, tours and sightseeing will be arranged in order to make life rich.  The High-Tech Mansion BUPT is a new hotel just finished inside the campus.  And, Beijing University of Posts and Telecommunications might be the best university on communications in China.

Theme

IN2002 theme is Network intelligence and mobility intelligence for Next-Generation Broadband IP-Networks and would cover all topics related to the theme.  The workshop will focus on the impact of IP and Wireless on Intelligent Networks evolution.  This includes architecture & technology of Next-Generation Broadband IP-Networks, innovative software technologies for communications applications as well as experiences from deployment of systems and services.
